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Nour’s Case

Nour, a 16-year-old girl whose world was turned upside down when she became engaged at the age of 13, It had not been an easy
path for her. She found herself in the face of social criticism and family pressure after calling off the engagement. Her decision to
continue her studies rather than marry was met with met with opposition, including physical violence from her parents, who wanted her
to reconsider her decision. In the middle of these difficulties, Nour realized that the center next to her house provides activities centered

on children's rights. After attending many sessions, she openly discussed her troubles with a facilitator, finding comfort for the first time
In a safe, non-judgmental environment.
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Nour’'s Case

This was a turning-point moment for her. During the session, Nour switched her attention from her difficult period toward skill
development. Even when she finished the program, she didn't want to leave the center. For her, it became an escape, a place where
she could feel secure and accepted. Nour expressed her desire to raise awareness about child marriage to prevent other girls from
going through the same experience. With the facilitator's aid, Nour became an active participant in the center's activities, helping us
conduct the awareness sessions and allowing her to gain leadership and communication skills. More importantly, the center became a
happy place for Nour and others like her—a place to put an end to violence against women and girls
