The framework of indicators was adopted as the initial framework, and
the Inter-Agency Expert Group on SDG indicators (IAEG-SDGs) was asked to continue its

work on refining the indicators:

1. Establish a Tier system according to availability and the level of specification of
indicators

2. Develop methodologies for indicators in Tier Il

3. Work on definitions and standards to be agreed at the international level with a

view to guaranteeing international comparability.

The 47th Session of the UN Statistical Commission recognised that

8 the framework of indicators is intended for global reporting and some indicators may
not be applicable in the national contexts; and

8 Indicators for regional national and sub-national levels shall be developed at the
