The overall objective of the initiative is to develop a quality tool that will enable cost-effective collection
of nationally representative and internationally comparable statistics for monitoring progress on SDG 16.
Specifically, the aim is to develop, test and on the basis of the test results, finalize survey modules that can
be included by NSOs in on-going household surveys for regular reporting on the survey-based global SDG
16 indicators. This work is being jointly conducted by relevant UN agencies (UNDP, UNODC and OHCHR)
with custodianship for SDG 16 survey-based indicators and with funding support from DFID.

The draft questionnaire has six modules and is currently being piloted through a two-step process,
including a cognitive and implementing testing phase by NSOs in a diverse range of volunteer countries.
