It is strongly recommended that ALL WG questions be included and asked in exactly the same way as stated

قد يعتاد المجيبون على فئات الإجابة بعدما تُطرح عليهم الأسئلة الأولى القليلة. في هذه الحالة، يمكن التوقف عن تكرار الفئات. ومن المرجح جداً أن يحصل ذلك عندما يتم طرح الأسئلة على عدة أشخاص في الأسرة المعيشية. إذا أجابوا عبر استخدام فئات الإجابة الصحيحة، لا يجب تكرار الفئات بعد كل سؤال. ولكن ينبغي تكرارها عندما لا يستخدم المجيبون الفئة المطلوبة (أي عندما تكون إجابتهم "نعم" مثلاً) أو بعد السؤال الثالث أو الرابع. ويجب تدريب مندوبي التعداد على معرفة الحالات التي لا ينبغي فيها قراءة فئات الإجابة.
وفي حال كان الوقت والزمان مناسبين، قد يكون من الأفضل تقسيم السؤالين حول الحواس كما في المجموعة الموسعة لفريق واشنطن. أولاً، يجب طرح السؤال التالي:

هل ترتدي نظارات؟
نعم.
كلا.
وحسب الإجابة، إطرح السؤال التالي:
في حال كانت الإجابة نعم: هل لديك صعوبة في النظر حتى وأنت تضع النظارات؟
في حال كانت الإجابة كلا: هل لديك صعوبة في النظر؟ 
تليها خيارات الإجابة الأربعة.
ولا ينبغي دمج أسئلة فريق واشنطن في سؤال واحد بل قراءتھا بالطریقة الدقیقة التي تمت کتابتها، بما في ذلك خیارات الاجابة بعد کل سؤال، کما ھو مبین في الإطار 16. على سبيل المثال ليس من المستحسن أن نطرح السؤال التالي: "هل لديك صعوبة في النظر أو السمع أو المشي أو صعود السلالم؟" فغالباً ما ينسى المجيبون قائمة الأنشطة أو يعتقدون أنه عليهم أن يواجهوا صعوبات في تلك هذه المجالات كلها للإجابة بشكل إيجابي. وعلاوة على ذلك، في حال كان الشخص يواجه بعض الصعوبات في النظر لكنه لا يستطيع المشي، سيكون من الصعب عليه تحديد ما هي فئة الإجابة التي تنطبق عليه.

For purposes of reporting and generating internationally comparable data, the WG has recommended a specific cutoff to be used to define the population of persons with disability based on responses to the six domains. The sub-population identified as with disability includes those: with difficulty in at least one domain, that is coded as a lot of difficulty or cannot do it at all.

Due to language translation and for clarity some countries have dissected the question related to difficulty in seeing in order not to confuse the fieldworker or the respondent

They have asked :
1.Do you have difficulty in seeing without glasses 
2.Do you have difficulty in seeing even when you are wearing the glasses
 
So the persons who answered “yes I have difficulty” to both 1 and 2, or  to only 2,  will be considered as having a difficulty? Correct. An alternative approach would be to use the wording from the extended set and ask about wearing glasses first.

When does disability begin? Identifying the age of onset

The age of onset for a disability, the age at which a disability becomes a dominant factor in a person’s life’ has ramifications for how that disability affects a person’s life. If a person is born with a disability it has an influence throughout the lifecycle, but conversely if a person becomes disabled late in life, while the effect on their life and their family members’ lives can be pronounced, many of their life outcomes will have been unaffected. A prime example is education. The educational outcomes of people whose date of onset was in their 60s will have nothing to do with barriers to education that people with disabilities faced during the time they were children.

For that reason, analysts may want to add a question to the Washington Group question sets about the date of onset. The first inclination may simply be to ask all people identified as having a disability using the WG questions (i.e. those answering “a lot of difficulty” or “cannot do” to one of the WG questions), “At what age did these difficulties begin?”
This is problematic for three reasons.

People may not remember the exact age. This makes the question difficult for respondents to answer and can affect the conduct of the interview.  It will also cause measurement error that will be more pronounced if the analysis takes the exact age as given and specifically uses that in the analysis.

The exact age may be difficult to determine. If a person is born with a disability or it occurs as the result of an accident or natural disaster, then the person may be able to remember the age with a fair amount of accuracy. But not all losses in functioning occur at a specific point in time. Some losses in functioning are gradual, because of aging or degenerative or worsening health condition. A person may gradually transition from having no difficulty seeing, to some difficulty, to a lot of difficulty. Thinking back in time it could be very difficult for someone to recall when the difficulties crossed those thresholds. What if a child’s difficulties were the result of malnourishment? At what point did that cause difficulties in functioning?

People may have onsets of difficulties in different domains at different times. A person may have a congenital condition that makes it very difficult to walk and then later in life loses their eyesight. The onset of any disability occurred at birth, but the impacts of vision difficulties didn’t start until much later.

How can we best deal with these issues? For the first two issues, a good approach would be to not ask for a specific age (or date) but rather locate the part of the lifecycle in which a disability began. A possible question is to ask people saying they have a lot of difficulty doing on of the activities in the WG questions:

At what age did you start experiencing a lot of difficulty?
From birth
During childhood
As a working age adult
After I became an older adult

The exact wording of the responses would have to be developed and tested, maybe options c) and d) could be age ranges. However, the idea is to place the onset of the disability in the proper stage of life.  This will be useful for analysis. We would know, for example, if the person’s disability had an impact on their education (a or b) or their work outcomes (a, b, or c). People would most likely have fewer problems responding to such a question, and to do it accurately, as opposed to asking for an exact age.

The third issue – of multiple functional domains posing difficulties at different times – can be addressed by asking this question for each functional domain identified by the WG questions. The drawback, of course, is that this will add to the length of the questionnaire. It also may be annoying to the respondent if all of their difficulties began at the same time. “Why do you keep asking me?”
Therefore, a possible strategy for people who have a lot of difficulty in more than one domain is to ask the age when a lot of difficulty was first experienced.

Again, it will be important to cognitively test whatever formulation you use to be sure that the respondent understands and interpreting the question correctly so that the information gathered reflects the desired information.

The objective of the survey is the prevalence and not the cause of disability


There are a number of issues, both conceptual and logistic, to consider before adding a question on the cause of a functional limitation. The desire for information on the cause of functional limitation has been raised before and while the WG has stated that adding such a question is possible, we have not suggested a specific question.  
 
The first issue relates to the proposed use of the information collected. Generally, the interest in cause relates to prevention and medical treatment objectives as opposed to accommodation which is more closely related to the functional implications of the cause. As such, those requesting this information are generally looking for a specific condition or diagnosis. The question can take two forms – open-ended or with a pre-coded list. Our experience with open-ended questions has shown that they can yield a range of responses – from specific chronic conditions, to injuries, and even environmental conditions. For example, one respondent may indicate that diabetes resulted in the inability to walk while another respondent (who has diabetes, and this led to a foot amputation) may report being an amputee as the cause of walking disability. Both answers are correct, but the resulting data will not convey the same ‘cause’. Respondents may also report difficulty walking as a result of access issues (there is no ramp and I cannot use stairs). For respondents whose disability is congenital, the answer may be ‘I was born this way’. Pre-coded lists, however, also present challenges as there are a large number of possible causes and it is difficult to have the respondent listen to or read all the possibilities. The question could be asked open-ended with the interviewer picking one of the preset categories but this administration style can affect data quality. 
 
A cause question is easier to respond to in cases where there is only one functional limitation or when any limitation reported was caused by a specific injury or condition. This is often not the case, so asking a single cause question about all of the functional limitations reported is challenging. We also know from other testing efforts that ‘don’t know’ is a frequent response in cases where there wasn’t a defining injury (car crash, for example) or a very specific diagnosis that led to limitations in functioning. When there is a gradual decline in functioning related to multiple conditions it can be very difficult for the respondent to determine which condition caused which limitation if a question is asked about each of the limitations reported
 
For the reasons above, cause of disability questions have not been formally tested by the WG. While we can propose questions based on other work, we do not have any direct evidence about how they work with the WG questions. For example, questions on cause were included in the past in the US National Health Interview Survey, but they have been dropped from the current survey. That decision was based on a number of factors: 
 
1. the questions added to respondent burden (both in terms of survey time and the burden on the respondent to know and provide accurate causes), 
2. the answers were collected using an open-ended format which results in lengthy data cleaning and coding time, and
3.  the resulting data varied so much (issues mentioned above) that the cell sizes in the analyses were too small in many categories to report. 
 
If questions were to be developed there would be some critical decision points:
 
1. Should a question be inserted for each domain where difficulty is reported, although not necessarily after each functioning domain?  This will certainly lengthen the administration time and add to respondent burden and survey costs. If the set of cause questions were not asked at the end but after the functioning question, the responses to the remaining functioning questions could be affected. Respondents would also become frustrated in those cases where the cause was the same for multiple domains. Alternatively, should one single question be asked at the end applying to all domains with difficulty? This could be difficult for those with different causes for different domains or where multiple causes apply to one or more domains.
 
2. Should an open-ended or pre-coded set of responses be used, and if pre-coded, what should be included and at what level of specificity?  
 
In many respects, this is similar to questions the WG receives regarding adding an age of onset question. There is a blog about this topic that outlines the problems associated with asking an onset question and how respondents react to the question (again, the issues are quite similar) here: https://www.washingtongroup-disability.com/wg-blog/when-does-disability-begin-identifying-the-age-of-onset-288/. 
 
We understand that your colleagues may still want to include cause questions. We are not in a position to make a WG recommendation but would suggest that:
a. add the question(s) at the end of the WG module, and 
b. consider asking a single question only for those domains that the respondent has ‘a lot of difficulty’ or ‘cannot do’. One example is: “You said you have a lot of difficulty or cannot (fill in the domains where the respondent reported a 3 or 4 response), what caused this difficulty?”
 
The best option might be for us to draft a blog on this similar to the one on age at onset which lays out the complications and makes some recommendations for how to approach the problem. A lot more would need to be done to recommend a question but the blog could point out what shouldn’t be done.
