This is sought Byin@easing understanding of climate change
impacts on water resources and associated vulnerabilitiésfdon climate change adaptation policy-
making; (b) providing a set of regionally appropriate IWRMlIs for supporting climate change adaptation
in five key sectors (agriculture, economic developmentjronment, health, and human settlements); and
(c) enhancing knowledge of associated best practicescim @& the five sectors that may be drawn upon to
support the preparation of national and sector baseutaien and development plans. The project is led by
the United Nations Economic and Social Commission for Wegtsia (ESCWA) in cooperation with the
United Nations Environment Program Regional Office faesiVAsia (UNEP/ROWA), and is implemented
in partnership with the Arab Centre for the Studies of Arithes and Dry Lands (ACSAD), the Arab
Countries Water Utilities Association (ACWUA), DeutsecBesellschaft fir Internationale Zusammenarbeit
(GlZ) and the World Health Organization Centre for Enwinental Health Action (WHO/CEHA). This
UNDA project builds on the results of the Regional Iniw@tfor the Assessment of the Impact of Climate
Change on Water Resources and Socio-Economic Vulitigrai the Arab Region (RICCAR) that is led by
ESCWA and implemented by 11 League of Arab States (LA&)Umited Nations organizations.

Specific focuddsqul on adaptation measures and planning tools
related to water supply and sanitation networks anccieged infrastructure that can be affected by climate
change and extreme weather events, such as floodaratglides. Conventional and non-conventional water
management tools that are appropriate for use in watereseavironments will also be discussed during the
workshop.
